ORIGINAL PROGRAMMING:
"Being Erica"

The 13-episode series follows Erica, a highly educated and underachieving single woman who struggles to understand why her life is heading nowhere. She’s made years of bad decisions and has a list of regrets. As a result, her life is at a standstill. Enter Dr. Tom, a mysterious man who is part therapist and part rogue. In each episode, Dr. Tom launches Erica back in time to a specific regret from her past, giving her the opportunity to relive and even alter her past choices, in the hopes of changing her present. The show stars newcomer Erin Karpluk (Erica), Michael Riley (Dr. Tom) and Tyron Leitso (Ethan). 

"Holidate"

In every episode of the new original reality series, "Holidate," two new women from different areas of the country venture out of their comfort zones and into a new part of the country to holidate in a city completely unlike where they currently live. Once they switch cities, each woman explores her new surroundings and embarks on a series of 3 dates hand selected by the other lady. While each of our women have dated many men in their hometowns, imagine what could happen once they leave their lives behind to become immersed in the sexiness of Santa Fe, the mystery of Miami, or the non-stop nightlife of New York, all to look for Mr. Right. "Southern Belles: Louisville"

"Southern Belles: Louisville" takes place in the South, but not the South that stereotypes are made of. The backdrop is the progressive, art-centric and warm community of Louisville, Kentucky. The series will showcase the intense friendships and family values that are part of the Southern way of life. These five contemporary and independent women are all at critical crossroads in their lives: Some are confronting their biological clocks, some are still looking for Mr. Right and are trying to find their career paths, and one is preparing for her wedding.

"All My Children"
"All My Children" has successfully maintained its popularity and continues to be one of daytime's most compelling dramas. Created by Agnes Nixon, "All My Children" revolves around the lives of the residents of Pine Valley, a fictional town, which goes beyond the white picket fences of a small town and travels into a world of deception, scandal, family drama, romance, and rivalry.  

"Days of our Lives"
"Like sands through the hourglass, so are the days of our lives." For over one-third of a century, those words have introduced and underscored one of daytime drama's mainstays. "Days of Our Lives," which recently turned 43, first premiered as a half-hour drama in 1965 and expanded to an hour 10 years later. "Days of our Lives" is set in the fictitious Midwestern town of Salem. The core families are the Hortons and Bradys, and the multi-layered storylines involve elements of romance, adventure, mystery, comedy and drama. 

"General Hospital"
The "General Hospital" tradition of passion, intrigue and adventure takes place in the fictional town of Port Charles, set in upstate New York. The glamour and excitement of new characters, who have come to find their destinies in this familiar seaport town, intertwine with the lives, loves and fortunes of beloved, well-known faces. And, as always, love and danger abound, as "General Hospital" continues into the new millennium with contemporary storylines and unforgettable characters. Since 1979, "General Hospital" has been the longest-running daytime drama produced on the west coast. 

"One Life to Live"
"One Life to Live," created by Agnes Nixon, launched July 15, 1968. The popular drama has been lauded for its groundbreaking exploration of social issues, award-winning performances and unique storylines. "One Life to Live" is responsible for many "firsts" in daytime television, including themes of interracial romance and split personalities, as well as problems of literacy, medical misdiagnosis, racial prejudice, lupus, and gang violence. This year promises romance, passion and revenge in Llanview, as the powerful Buchanan family clashes with the Rappaports.  The rich history of the show continues to thrive with the Lord legacy, and intriguing families such as the Cramers, Gannons and Vegas. 

"The Young and the Restless"
Set in Genoa City, Wisconsin, "The Young and the Restless" is the 36 year-old soap centering on the saga between two wealthy families, the Newmans and the Abbots. Head of the Newman clan is Victor Newman, the cavorting billionaire and his wife Nikki. Although competition has mellowed somewhat with the recent imprisonment of John Abbott, the majority of the show is focused on the two families and the running of their cosmetics empires: Victor's Newman Enterprises and the Abbotts' Jabot. 

ACQUIRED PROGRAMMING:

"Beverly Hills 90210"
Starring Jason Priestley, Shannen Doherty, Jennie Garth, Ian Ziering, Gabrielle Carteris, Brian Austin Green, Tori Spelling, Luke Perry and Tiffani-Amber Thiessen, the primetime teen soap first aired on Fox from 1990-2000.  The show followed the lives of two transplanted Minnesota twins, Brandon and Brenda, as they made their way through Los Angeles amongst the privileged rich kids.  Even though the show was known for its fabulous cars and clothes, the series covered many important issues, such as teen pregnancy, suicide, alcoholism, drug addiction, rape, integrated families and domestic violence. 

"Gilmore Girls"

"Gilmore Girls" revolves around single mother Lorelai Gilmore (Lauren Graham) and her daughter, and best friend in the world, "Rory" (Alexis Bledel). Set in a storybook Connecticut town populated with an eclectic mix of everyday folks and lovable lunatics, "Gilmore Girls" is a humorous multigenerational series about friendship, family and the ties that bind.
"The O.C."
The lives of a group of friends and families are forever changed by the arrival of an outsider to their affluent ocean side community of Newport Beach in Orange County, California. When Ryan Atwood (McKenzie) was taken in from the streets of Chino by then public defender Sandy Cohen (Gallagher) and his wife, Kirsten (Rowan), the Cohens had no idea how Ryan's arrival would change their lives and the lives of those around them. Their "adorkable" son, Seth (Brody), found a friend and brother in Ryan to share his quirky way of looking at the world—and the trials and tribulations of winning the heart of Summer Roberts (Bilson), his lifelong crush. Ryan has fallen in love with the beautiful girl next door, Marissa Cooper (Barton). But their romance is ill-fated, constantly tested by the young lovers' inability to escape from their pasts.  

"One Tree Hill"
In a small North Carolina town, two estranged half brothers carry on very different lives.  Basketball prodigy Nathan Scott (Lafferty) has inherited the throne of high school popularity once held by his father, Dan (Johansson), while Lucas Scott (Murray), also a talented player, stays an outsider. Spending nights shooting hoops on a riverfront court, Lucas remains the son Dan never acknowledged. Now, Lucas' and Nathan's paths intersect for the first time, and in the crossroads stands Peyton Sawyer (Burton), Nathan's beautiful, edgy girlfriend who just may have more in common with Lucas. Throw in the quiet animosity between Dan and his brother, Keith (Sheffer), along with Lucas' mother, Karen (Kelly)—all of whom must cope with the aftermath of their choices—and something has to give.  

"Ryan's Hope"
"Ryan's Hope" explores the dreams and conflicts, the tragedies and hopes of an Irish-American family living in New York City. The Ryan family owns and operates a small Irish bar, across the street from which is a hospital where their son works as an intern.
